Please be sure to work with your children using flashcards on a nightly basis at home. Please also be sure that your children are keeping up with their math logs. These logs will be counted as a test grade. 
***** School Days – Please be sure to ask your children about the following from this past week: FAIR testing, beginning chapter 8 in math, starting chapter 5 in science, our latest correspondence with trucker buddy, our word of the week - celebrate, beginning our new reading story, and what is going on in PE, Music, and Morning Meeting.
